
6 Creative Ways to Repurpose 
Your Sermons

for Online Ministry



With the growth of online evangelism in the 
Seventh-day Adventist Church, you now have 

more ways to stay connected with your 
members throughout the week.

Here are 6 Creative Ways to 
Repurpose Your Sermon



1. Create an e-Devotional



What were the most poignant points from your 

sermon? 

Pull out those points (or paragraphs) and turn them 

into a short devotional and post it onto your church 

website.

You can also turn this into a downloadable resource. 

When you make resources available on your website, it 

gives you something to offer your audience.

For example, if you want to invite visitors to an online 

Bible study, you can offer them this free download if 

they sign up. 



“But I don’t know how to design!” 

The idea of design frightens a lot of church
leaders. It’s something you might think only
millennials can do.

However, there are so many programs available 
that make design easy and simple.

For example, if you want to create a short e-
book or e-devotional with your sermon, you 
can design in Word or PowerPoint (use available 
themes), save it as a PDF and then upload to 
your website.

The following is a sample of what a page of 
what your downloadable might look like.

2. Shoot a Video Summary



Video remains one of the most popular formats that people tend to engage 

with. 

This does not mean that you should be satisfied if your entire sermon is

uploaded. Instead, edit your sermon and find the most compelling minute
of the sermon and share it to social media. 

This bite-size piece of content should grab the attention of your audience 

and encourage them to watch more.

3. Write a Blog



Your sermon notes or script can be turned 

into a blog article so that readers can glean

even more from what they might’ve missed

when you preached.

But you may have to do some editing.

When repurposing your sermon into a blog 

post, Pastor Travis Walker from the Florida 

Conference suggests, “Remove all 3rd person 

tense from transcript. Use more 1st and 2nd 

person to make it more personal. Talk, don’t 

preach. Ask more questions. Show more 

humility in your presentation style.”



4. Record an Audio Version



There are several ways you can record and upload the audio version of your sermon.

1. Ask your sound team to record it. Most churches are now equipped to do this. The 

file can be cleaned up, edited to add an intro and outro, and uploaded to your 

website in the form of a podcast.

2. If you don’t have the equipment to do this, use your phone. To get a quality 

recording, download an app that records clear sound. Place your phone on the

lectern and press record. 

If you go this route, you must stay within range to get a good recording. Some         

preachers place the phone in their coat pockets, but this might cause a rubbing sound.



5. Create shareable graphics 
using quotes from your sermon



Luke Farrugia suggests, “Pull quotes and use them as images.”

Most of the content on social media consist of shareable quotes; words that people find 
inspiring, design with images, then shared. 

These are simple to create:

1. Go to Canva.com

2. Select a design

3. Insert a memorable quote from your sermon

4. Insert a photo from Canva’s archives that matches your quote.

5. Download your image

6. Share to social media

6. Create Discussion Questions 
to post in your Church’s 

Facebook group



Narelle Arblaster recommends putting up, “small group 

discussion questions that relate back to the sermon.”

This advice is a great way to get your audience to share 

what they got from the sermon. This creates an 

environment for growth to take place as your members 

explore the Word to answer questions about your 

message.

As a preacher, there are many times you wish you had to 

more time. While this may not always be possible, you 

can use this method to engage with your listeners.

This repurposing method also helps drive traffic to your 

church’s website or Facebook page (wherever the 

discussion is taking place).
